Expected Behavior in Art:

We will be using a variety of materials and there will be a lot of movement around the room. It is important that we all follow the rules and procedures in order to prevent accidents and confusion.  Please remember:

1. Come to Class Prepared with all Supplies and Assignments. Being ready and prepared for art class means being in your seat with your pencil sharpened, your sketchbook, and other supplies and you’re ready to being working.  Please bring your chrome books to art, charged and ready to use!

This includes not making fun of your classmate’s artwork and ideas of other students.

5. Follow all Directions, Procedures and Collinswood Etiquette Rules.

Formal/Studio Assignments: (65% of your quarter grade)

During this course we will use various media to create art.  These will be your studio assignments. We will complete a minimum of three per quarter.  Studio Assignments will be based on the following criteria: 
1. Concepts: Did you fulfill the objectives of the assignment?  Did you put thought into your work?
2. Creative Expression: Is your work unique and different from your classmates? Did you use the elements/principles of art?
3. Craftsmanship: Is your work neat?  Does your work show evidence of skill with media?  Did you take your time or did you rush to finish?
4. Classwork: Did you use your time wisely?  Were you prepared for class?  Did you contribute to class discussions and have a positive attitude?  Were you considerate to your classmates?
In art class you will be encouraged to be express yourself.  I expect you to be unique and different from your classmates in your ideas and your thinking.  According to Pierre Auguste Renoir, a famous painter, “the sections of an orange, the leaves of a tree, the petals of a flower are never identical.  It would seem that beauty derives its charm from this diversity.”
